SCHOOL UNIFORMS 2010-2011 — Will be updated for 2011-2012

GIRLS (Grades K — 4)

Tartan blue and white jumper with short or long sleeved white blouse and blue uniform sweater or
fleece jacket. Skirts must be knee length (not above). Polos may not be worn under the
jumpers. Blouses must be tucked in at all times. Plain (no stripes or prints) white or navy blue
socks or tights. No athletic shoes. Completely closed, low heeled shoes in black, navy, dark
brown, grey or black leather.

GIRLS (Grades 5 —8)

Tartan blue and white regulation skirt with white short or long sleeved blouse and blue uniform
vest, sweater or fleece jacket. Skirts must be knee length (not above). Blouses must be tucked
in at all times. Plain (no stripes or prints) white or navy blue socks or tights. No athletic shoes.
Completely closed, low heeled shoes in black, navy, dark brown, grey or black leather.

BOYS (Grades K — 4)

White short or long sleeved shirt and blue uniform vest, sweater or fleece jacket. Navy blue long
pants (navy corduroy permitted), cross tie - navy. White or navy blue socks. No stripes or
patterns. No athletic shoes. Completely closed, low heeled shoes in black, navy, dark brown,
grey or black leather.

BOYS (GRADES 5 — 8)

White short or long sleeved shirt and blue uniform vest, sweater or fleece jacket. Navy blue long
pants (navy corduroy permitted). Redi-made long navy tie. White or navy blue socks. No stripes
or patterns. No athletic shoes. Completely closed, low heeled shoes in black, navy, dark brown,
grey or black leather.

GYM UNIFORMS

Kindergarten: Girls are required to wear gym shorts underneath the jumper. Shorts may be
purchased from SchoolBells Uniforms. Boys will participate with their regular school uniform,
removing the vest and tie only. All gym shoes must have non-marking soles.

Grades 1 —8: Gym uniforms are required for students in Grade 1 — 8. Gym uniforms must be
purchased from SchoolBells Uniforms. Three uniform infractions of any kind will result in an after
school detention. A lower grade in gym class will be given if a student is not in uniform three
consecutive times. All gym shoes must have non-marking soles.

OUT OF UNIFORM CASUAL DAYS

On special days, an out of uniform day may be scheduled. If not posted on the monthly calendar,
flyers will be sent home announcing such events. Even though this is an “out of uniform” day, the
students are expected to adhere to appropriate guidelines established for these days. Jeans with
no rips/tears or khakis are permitted. Nylon athletic pants, pajama/flannel pants, mini-length
skirts, leggings and shorts are not permitted. T-shirts with inappropriate wording or logos are not
permitted. The midriff may not be bared in any way, nor should low-cut tops, spaghetti straps or
tank tops be worn. Clothing must be free of any rips, tears or holes. Flip-flops, clogs, crocs,
heelies or backless shoes are not allowed, no jewelry or make-up. Hats may be worn only on
specified days.

SPECIAL UNIFORM DRESS CODE NOTES

BOYS-HAIR:

e Hair must be neatly combed. Bangs may not be longer than the eyebrow line or
obstruct vision in any way. Sides must be cut above the ears and back may not
go below the top of the shirt collar. No unnatural highlights, spiking, sideburns or
facial hair.



GIRLS- HAIR:
e Hair must be neatly combed and pulled away from the face. Bangs may not be
longer than the eyebrow line or obstruct vision in any way. No unnatural
highlights.

GIRLS/BOYS: NOT ALLOWED -

e Visible tattoos or writing on the skin

e Colored t-shirts worn under the uniform

e ltems/accessories worn by the student that may draw attention in a negative way
and/or disrupt the learning environment
Unnatural colored nail polish
Make-up
Hoodies or other types of sweatshirts other than Koraes fleece or sweatshirts
Silly Bandz bracelets/or more than one bracelet per hand.
